	Create a poster telling people about deciduous and evergreen trees.
	Look at the Powerpoint on deciduous and evergreen trees. Use the tree identification sheet to see which trees are in your local area when you go for a walk. Look at their leaves and try to work out which trees are deciduous (lose their leaves in winter) and which trees are evergreen (keep their leaves on year around). Take a tally of the number of trees you see.
	On one of your walks explain to a member of your family what you have learnt about trees, their leaves and what happens to them at different times of the year.
	Make a picture to show what an apple tree would like in each of the 4 seasons. Which season does it have blossom on it? Which season will the apples be ready to pick?

	Fill in the continents sheet by putting the names in the right places. Colour each continent a different colour.
	Investigate the names of the 7 continents. Use the Powerpoint with this pack to find out information about each continent and tell a member of your family something that you have learnt.
	Pick one continent and research information about it. Find out 3 interesting facts about it and explain to someone what you have learnt.

	Pretend to be a statue like one of Anthony Gormley’s figures. What pose would you choose? Ask your family to pick a pose too. Draw a picture of your ideas.
