	Design an imaginary plant. What is it called? How big does it grow? Where is the world does it grow? Does it have flowers or fruit?

 Think about the flowers and plants we have learnt about and make sure to label your plant clearly with vocabulary like stem, roots and leaves.

Talk about your plant or animal with a family member

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Investigate what plants need to grow. Try planting a seed or bean watch how it changes over the next few weeks. 
	Look at the plant knowledge bank included with this pack. It contains lots of information about plants. Can you create your own plant fact file explain what key vocabulary means and about plants in your locality?

	Can you teach a member of your family how to create their own plant picture using 2Paint a picture on Purple Mash? 

	Time and Place

	Fill in the oceans sheet by putting the names in the right places.
	Investigate the names of the 5 oceans of the world. Use the file included with this pack to find out information about each ocean and tell a member of your family something that you have learnt.
	Pick sea creature (there are some fact cards included with this pack) and research information about it. Find out 3 interesting facts about it and explain to someone what you have learnt.
	Create and perform an ocean song to help you remember their names. There are some examples on YouTube like the ones below:

	Design and the Arts

	Create a picture in the style of Henri Matisse.
Think about how to use different shapes in your pictures.


	Investigate the work of Henri Matisse (Powerpoint included). Look at shapes and colours that he uses and how his work varies.

What do you like about his pictures? Which is your favourite?

	Create a set of verbal or written instructions for how to make your own version of the Snail by Henri Matisse. Think about how to describe where to put each shapes (above, below, left, right).
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	Create an exhibition of your artwork work.  Explain to a member of your family what inspired you to make each piece of artwork.

	Religion and Values

	We are starting to learn about Sikhism. Look at the Powerpoint on the 5 Ks and create a poster to tell someone about them.
	Sikhs believe in one God and follow the teachings of Guru Nanak who lived over 500 years ago in India. GURU means teacher. Sikhs visit the Gurdwara (which means gateway to the Guru) and learn from their special book called the Guru Granth Sahib. There were nine Gurus after Guru Nanak. All of their lessons are written in the special book – it is very large. The Guru Granth Sahib is so special that everyone in the Gurdwara takes off their shoes when they are near it and they never turn their backs to it. This shows their respect. Look at the Powerpoint on the Gurdwara and talk to a member of your family about what you have learnt.
	Read the story (see below) or watch the first part of this BBC clip and pause after the milk and jasmine story: https://www.bbc.com/education/clips/zqcy7p3 
Talk about the story. Did you enjoy it? Did you think the story was clever? Why? Guru Nanak said that there was room for more holiness in the world. What do you think he meant? What can we learn about Sikh faith and belief from the story of the milk and the jasmine flower? A jasmine flower has five petals – draw around your hand and write on each digit a value word that you think is important (such as kindness, love, thankfulness or compassion). 
	Role-play the story of the milk and the jasmine using props.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create your own sport that can be played in your home or garden with things that you have got hanging around the house. Make up your own rules.  

Challenge a member of your family to a game. Remember to include a lot of moving around as it is important that your game will keep us fit!

Remember the St.Barnabas Online Challenge – June 2020 #Go2Greece.  Submit your daily walking, cycling or running to Mr. Luckhurst.
