	We are starting to learn about Buddhism. Look at the Powerpoint. Buddhism is about 2,500 years old and originated in India. It is a religion about the need to end suffering. A key concept within Buddhism is NIRVANA, which is an enlightened blissful state without suffering. Anyone may achieve nirvana. Buddhism differs from other faiths as it is not centred on a creator god. Look at the Powerpoint on Buddhism and then make a poster that tells people about what you have found out.
