	Time and Place

	Make a timeline which identifies the major developments in castle design.
	Find out about the ways castles changed in the 900 years that followed the Norman invasion of Britain.
	Produce a mind-map which explains the key features of different types of castles. 
	Present everything that you know about castles to a member of your family. Think carefully about what information you will present and what visual stimuli you will use to help your audience understand.

	Design and the Arts

	Design and build your own Motte and Bailey castle. Make sure you include all the key features including a motte, bailey, keep, palisade, keep and ditch.
	Find out about castle design features that were created to keep people inside the castle safe. e.g. a portcullis 
	Draw and annotate a diagram which explains a design feature of a castle created to help keep people safe. 
	Perform a puppet show which depicts what happens when an army attempts to invade a castle.

	Design an Easter egg that demonstrates a key concept of the Easter story, 
	Find out why people have Easter eggs as part of their Easter celebration. 
	Explain to a family member why people have Easter eggs as part of their Easter celebration.
	Perform the Easter story in a way of your choosing. 

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Help to plan prepare and cook a healthy meal at home. 
	Investigate the different major food groups and what is required to create a balanced diet. 
	Write a set of instructions for how to create a healthy snack. 
	Perform a daily exercise routine with members of your family.
