
Step 1: Look carefully at the success criteria. If you are not sure what these things look like in practice, look again at Mr M’s modelled writing from last week. 

Step 2: Use pink and green pens to mark your own writing from last week. Remember, pink shows areas of success and green areas for improvement. If you are not sure how to do this, watch the video that Mr M has made of him doing this. 

Step 3: Highlight the bits of the success criteria that you have been successful in in pink. Any areas that you have not been successful in can be highlighted in green. 

Step 4: Use the green sections on the success criteria to redraft sections of your letter. If you are not sure how to do this, look again at Mr M’s modelled writing from last week. 

Here is the success criteria which you should use to mark your work: 

	I can include the address of the sender.


	I can include the date that the letter was written. 


	I can include the name of the person that the letter is for. 


	I can write a short introduction to explain who is writing and why they are writing. 


	I can write 3 paragraphs which each explain a different reason that I am thankful. 


	I can start each of my 3 paragraphs with a topic sentence explaining what the rest of the paragraph is talking about. 


	I can include a short conclusion which sums up what I have written


	I can say who the letter is from and sign of politely.
