	The home is central to the passing on of traditions in the Jewish faith. Many religious practices and festivals are observed at home by parents and children, rather than at the synagogue. 
The observance of Shabbat and especially the lighting of the candles of Friday night and enjoying a meal together is one of the strongest examples of Jewish life.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Start the day in the traditional Vietnamese way. With the help of an adult, make you and your family a traditional Vietnamese Bánh mì for breakfast. 
	The most popular Vietnamese breakfast snack is, without doubt the Bánh mì sandwich. 

Use the internet to find a Bánh mì recipe that you like the look of. Record down all the ingredients and instructions. 
	Write a set of instructions for how to make the perfect Vietnamese Bánh mì. 
	In cities and towns across Vietnam, it is a very common sight to see large numbers of local people, congregating at sunrise to perform communal exercise routines. 

Can you persuade anyone in your family to join you in your own sunrise exercise routine?  

	Outdoor Learning 

	Create a tally chart, pictogram or block diagram which records the wildlife you spotted in a local woodland habitat.
	Take a walk around a local woodland habitat, Grosvenor and Hilbert park for example. Record all the birds, animals and insects that you recognise. If you spot something that you do not recognise, use the internet to try to find out what it was.  
	Explain how the wildlife you spotted in your local woodland habitat fits into a food chain. 
	Present what you have found out by exploring a local woodland habitat to someone in your household or organise a face-time/skype meeting to explain it to someone not in your household. 
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
