Teach them how to use the 2Sequence programme.  
	Start a new sequence. Add one of the violin sounds to the first bar. Now add some sounds (e.g. the drum section) onto the second row underneath the violin.
Try moving one of the instruments up onto the same row as the violin. What happens to the sound of the violin?
Experiment making different tunes with the violins and using different instruments as the backing sounds. 

When you are happy with the sequence that you have created, save it to your My Work folder and play it to a member of your family.

The attached PowerPoint explains what foods are placed on the Seder plate and why.
