These problems get progressively harder. Solve them one at a time using the number-line method that we have been working on. See how far you can get. 
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__ + 23p = 35p

Mr M had 71p. He spent some money on sweets. Now he has 15p left. How much did he spend? 
Mr M had some money in his piggy bank. Then he got 41p pocket money. He now has 65p. How much was in his piggy bank to begin with?
