	Create your own jam jar water cycle
	Find out about the 4 key parts of the water cycle - BBC Bitesize is an excellent resource for this.
	Produce and label a diagram of the water cycle including:  evaporation, condensation, precipitation and returning to the sea
	Act out the main stages of the water cycle and see if your family members can identify them.

	Time and Place

	Use your investigation work to create your own timeline with small illustrations to show key events.
	Investigate the timeline of the Anglo Saxon settlements in Britain
	Explain the ways the life of an Anglo Saxon child is different to yours - you can use your English work to help with this.
	Show your family a game that would have been played by an Anglo Saxon child.  Teach them how to play it too.

	Design and the Arts

	Design your own Anglo Saxon style brooch.  See if you can create it out of materials you have at home.
	Look at the examples of Anglo Saxon brooches you have been provided with.  What do you think they might be made of and what techniques were used?
	Explain how you made your brooch, what went well, what you found difficult and how you could improve the design and construction.
	Show someone in your family how you made the brooch and see if they can create their own design.

	Religion and Values

	Create your own illustration for the story of the blind men and the elephant showing all 6 elements.
	Read the story of the blind men and the elephant - what might it tell us about different ideas and beliefs?
I have provided this but you can also watch animated versions on Youtube.
	Explain all the different roles you have in your life - for example brother/sister. son/daughter. friend, pupil etc.  Include your role in clubs etc
	Perform the story of the blind men and the elephant seeing if you can remember all the different things the men thought the elephant was

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Following on from your previous activity, move on to create a 20 minute workout.  You should include a warm up at the start and stretches at the end.
	Investigate how much exercise each person needs a week.  Is it different for men/women/children?  
	Explain how your exercise routine gives a good workout. Is it good for the heart?  Does it exercise certain parts of the body?
	Use your exercise routine to run a class for your family”

	Outdoor Learning 

	Create some artwork of the flowers you see when you do your daily exercise - they could be in your garden or nearby.  You could draw, paint or make a collage.
	When taking your daily exercise, take pictures of some of the spring flowers you come across.  See if you identify them.
	When you are out for a walk, make a record of the different front door colours and how many there of each.  See if you can produce a bar graph with your data.
