	Plan and design a wildlife area for school.  This should involve consideration of the types of animals, birds and plants that might live in our local environment.  You should also create a code of conduct for use of the area - eg no littering, letting meadow grass grow in spring and summer etc.

	Consider a local area that contains a range of animal and plant life.  It could be a garden, park or even a piece of wasteland.  Think about how the following environmental changes might impact on the area:
1) A new factory producing dark smoke from its chimneys
2) A new road built next to the area - the road is busy
3) An all weather sports pitch with strong floodlights built next to the area
4) A tall block of flats built next to the area
	When you have carried out your investigation, explain positive AND negatives effects for all 4 cases.  You can explain this with pictures if you wish.
	Explain the plans for your nature area to someone in your home.  Imagine they are a school or council leader who you need to persuade!  You will need to demonstrate how you have considered the needs of, and the impact on, local wildlife.

	Time and Place

	Create 3 stained glass window designs to commemorate the 3 key figures you have learned about in your research.
They should feature an image of the figure and an object that represents their importance/story.
	Find out about the introduction of Christianity in Anglo Saxon Britain.  There is a presentation provided with prompt questions to aid your learning
	Explain how religion changed over the Anglo Saxon period.
	Explain to someone who you have represented in your stained glass windows and what the significant objects are that you have shown alongside them.

	Design and the Arts

	Create your own series of self portraits in the style of Andy Warhol’s Marilyn series.  You can print photos of yourself in black and white, or draw your image in series.  Ideally, you should have 4 self portraits in your set.







	Research the work of the Pop Artist, Andy Warhol.  I would like you to focus on his portraits.  There is a presentation on his techniques, but you will need to do some further research.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	After practising, pick one of the jump styles to focus on.  Record the measurements for at least 5 jumps and record your results in a graph.  

	Read the information on standing long jump, standing triple jump and standing vertical jump.  Make sure you read the instructions carefully so you can use the correct technique.  Find somewhere safe to practise the 3 jumps.

	Which jumping technique do you prefer and why?  What factors can increase the length/height of your jump and improve your performance?  
	Teach members of your family the 3 jumping styles.  Record their performance and see who is the winner!

	Outdoor Learning 

	Make a cloud watching space somewhere.  It could be in your garden or in a park.  Get a blanket and some pillows and spend some time relaxing and looking up at the sky.  What do you notice about them?  Can you describe them?
