	Science and Computing 

	On your Purple Mash account, I have set as one of your ‘2Dos ‘ two coding activities.  One is quite easy and the other is hard.  Have a go at this one if you feel you want to be challenged!

Using a dictionary, find out what the following scientific vocabulary mean:  dissolve, solid, liquid, solution, solute, solvent and mixture.  Design a poster to illustrate what these words mean.


Drawing on your knowledge of solids, liquids and gases that you learnt about in Year 4, using a dictionary find out what the following scientific vocabulary mean:  melt, freeze, solidify, evaporate/evaporation, condense/condensation and distil.  


	 Find out what conditions cause more solid to dissolve.  Find 4 glasses and fill them with the same amount of water.  Put one teaspoon of sugar in each.  However, one is filled with cold water, one warm, one hot and the other is filled with cold but is stirred.  Predict what you think will happen to the sugar in each glass and give your reasons.





Fill a glass with hot water and put some cling film over the top.  What can you see underneath the cling film?  
	Produce a piece of scientific writing which explains your results.  How does the temperature of the water affect the amount of sugar that dissolves in the water?  How does stirring the water affect the amount of solid that dissolve in water?  Why did the sugar not float?  Use your scientific vocabulary you have learnt when writing up your results. 




Why has this happened?  In your explanation describe where evaporation and condensation have occurred?  Where is the distilled water?    Why is this experiment an example of a reversible change?  Why do you think cold taps in a bathroom have droplets of water on them when you have a steaming hot shower or bath?


	Present your prediction and results to your family. Think carefully about what information you will present and what visual stimuli you will use to help your audience understand. 









Tell a member of your family everything you know about revisable and irreversibly change.   For example, heating chocolate then cooling it is a reversible change whereas cooking an egg to make a cake is an irreversible change.  We covered this in class at the beginning of our Topic entitled ‘Changing Properties of Materials’.  

	Time and Place

	Make a timeline of the important events, inventions or discoveries that happened during Queen Victoria’s reign.

Look through Mr Beneventi’s power point slides that I have attached about the Victorian Railways.   Make notes/create mind maps to show your information.
	Find out some information about how the Victorians enjoyed their leisure time. 


Organise information into the positive and negative effects of the Victorian Railways.
	Explain the differences between what the rich and poor people did as regular leisure activities and special treats.

Explain why these effects were positive and negative,
	See if you can find some Victorian songs and sing them with your family.

As a family discuss what our lives today would be like without the development of the Victorian Railways.

	Design and the Arts

	Design and make your own cook Book entitled ‘Mrs Beeton’s Recipes’ with an attractive front cover.
	Find out about Mrs Beeton and the recipes she created.  Do you have a favourite that you would like to try and cook with your family?
	Create your own Mrs Beeton’s Cookery Book.  Copy out some of your favourite recipes and  draw a picture of what the food would look like when cooked.
	Make some shortbread using Mrs Beeton’s own recipe and share it with your family.

	Religion and Values

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Design a pie chart by drawing round something round and dividing it up into sections to show how responsible these people were for Jesus’s death: Pilate, Judas, The Sanhedrin, The Crowds, The Soldier with the Hammer and Jesus himself. Shade in slices of the pie chart.  We have discussed this activity as a class.  
	Read the extracts in the Bible from when Jesus is arrested in the Garden of Gethsemane until he is crucified.  You can find this online.
	Write an explanation for why you have given different people smaller or larger slices.
	Ask your family who they think is most and least responsible for Jesus’s death and why.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create a sequence made up of least 5 sets of different exercise – you could include star jumps, squats and using an invisible skipping rope.
	See if you can measure your pulse rate.  Then do 2 minutes of running on the spot or star jumps.  Measure your pulse rate again.  Record these
	What happens to your body when you exercise?  Why is exercise so good for us?
	Perform you exercise sequence to your family.  Get them to copy you!

	Outdoor Learning 

	Find a map of your local area. Plan a circular route that starts and finishes at your house. Follow the route with a grown up and time how long it takes you to complete. 
	Research some information about 4 different trees that grow in your local area. What is their bark like?  What are their leaves like? 
	Do a careful close observation pencil drawing of the different leaves and label them.  
	Show your family your drawings and share with them what you have found out about your trees.
