Complete the attached worksheet about animal groups.  Remember you are not just putting the animals into categories or groups but explaining why they are in that group.  Include some of the information you have obtained from your research.  Don’t forget to answer the question at the bottom about which of these animals are cold and warm blooded.  





	




Talk to you family about what you have found out about animal groups.  Go for a walk or go outside and see what creatures you can find.  Where have you spotted them?  Make a daily record and see what different wildlife you spot.









	Time and Place

	Brain storm with a member of your family as many continents, oceans, seas,  and rivers that you can name.  After this, look carefully at a map of the world.  Can you find them?  What others have you found?  Create a list for each category.
	What seas and oceans do rivers around the world flow into?  Looking at a map of the world, where is Africa, Europe, Canada, Australia, North and South America, Russia and the Middle East?  What is a continent?  How many are there in the world?

	Looking carefully at a map of the world and complete the two attached maps.  I have attached two worksheets – one where I want you to label the continents and oceans around the world.  Can you also add some seas around the world to your world map?  On the other sheet I want you to label some of the rivers around the world.  Colour in the sea blue and the land green.  The answers are attached!
	Design your own quiz and test your family about continents, oceans, seas and rivers around the world!  Impress them with your knowledge!

	Design and the Arts

	Do you have any shells in your house?  If not, find a photograph of shells and choose a small selection that you especially like and look at them very carefully.  What colours can you see?  What patterns are there?  What shape are the shells?  Now do a close observation drawing of your shells.  

What do you think music about the sea should sound like?  How should the instruments be played?  Think about how different the sea can be, for example calm, stormy, gentle waves moving forwards and backwards onto the beach, waves crashing onto the beach/rocks.  Write some ideas down and think about what you would like your sea music to sound like.  What instruments would you like to use? Draw them.  You could use classroom instruments (for example, drum, metallophone, xylophone, triangle, sleigh bells, woodblock, cymbals, maracas) or orchestral instruments - I have attached a plan of the orchestra to help you.
	Find out what creatures lived in your shells?  Where abouts in the world would you find them? 









Listen to Benjamin Britten’s Four Sea Interludes from Peter Grimes on YouTube.  Whilst listening to each Interlude, write down what you think the music is describing, the instruments you can hear and how they are being played – softly, loudly, fast, slow, smoothly, with short and detached sounds or with force. 
	Explain your findings in the form of a poster.










Explain to someone in your family what you think each Sea Interlude might be describing.
	Tell a member of your family what you have found out about your shells.









As a family can you find some songs about the sea and sing them?  For example, ‘Yellow Submarine’.

	Religion and Values

	Look at the slide entitled ’The Five Pillars of Islam’. Create a mind map for each of The Five Pillars of Islam (the essentials of the life of a Muslim) – Shahadah, Salah, Sawn, Hajj and Zakah.  Describe what they mean.
	Investigate further what Muslims do for each pillar and see if you can find some additional information.  Add what you have learnt to your mind map.
	Think about your own life and what ‘pillars’ you believe you need to hold you up and why?
	Talk to your family about your ‘pillars’.  What ‘pillars’ do they believe they need to hold them up?

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create another sequence made up of least 5 sets of different exercise – you could include star jumps, squats, jumping up and down on the spot, hopping on different legs and using an invisible skipping rope.
	Which, out of your sequences makes your heart beat faster?  What does this mean?  What set of exercise will keep you the most fit, do you think?
	Straight after your exercise put two fingers on your wrist and behind you knee and ear.  What can you feel?  Find out what this could be?
	As a family create your own exercise routine that you can perform together every day!
