Use a digital designing tool such as publisher to create a poster to celebrate the 75th Anniversary of VE day.

Look carefully at the sheets I have attached about complete and incomplete metamorphosis.  What do these terms mean? Have you spotted recently outside any butterflies?  If so, find out what they are called and draw them.
	



























Print out the blank sheet or copy it out and design your own diagram showing each stage of the life cycle of a butterfly (complete metamorphosis) and a dragon fly (incomplete metamorphosis).

Explain in the  form of a similar diagram or design a chart of your own showing the life cycle of a frog.  Does a frog go through a complete or incomplete metamorphosis?  Why?

	



























Explain to your family the difference between a complete and incomplete metamorphosis.  Show them your diagram or chart of the life cycle of a frog and talk them through what you have drawn and each stage of a frog’s life cycle.  Can your family think of any other creatures that either go through a complete or incomplete metamorphosis in their life cycle?  What about the grasshopper, cockroach, ladybird, fly, beetle or newt?  Discuss with your family why you think reptiles and mammals do not go through either complete or incomplete metamorphosis?  Think about what they look like when they are babies and when they are an adult.

	Use secondary sources of information to investigate World War II. Pay particular attention to the way that the war ended.

	Use your knowledge of WWII to answer the question:

	On 8th May 1945 the Prime Minister, Winston Churchill, addressed the nation. Listen to his speech. Can you learn a section of his speech and perform it as part of your very own ‘Stay at Home Street Party’.

Listen to and sing along to ‘We’ll Meet Again’, ‘Run Rabbit Run’ and ‘There’ll Be Bluebirds Over’.  Can you find some other songs that were written and sung during the WWII?

















Create a quiz for your family about rivers in Great Britain based on what you have learnt completing this activity.












	Design and the Arts

	Design your own poster celebrating VE Day 75th Anniversary using coloured pens, pencils, crayons, paints.

Please see attached some VE Day themed colouring, a union flag template to use to make bunting, an activity to make a Spitfire fold over glider and a War time recipe book – you might want to try making some meals using these recipes!

	What are the common patterns and images that are used?













Research Henry Moore’s shelter drawings. What can you learn about the reality of spending time in a bomb shelter from examining Moore’s drawings?










Make your Sea Scape and explain what the different mediums you are using represent.  For example, the cotton wool could be the crest of the waves and the foil or glitter could be the sunlight shining on the water.
	Get your family to also design posters using what you have found in your research as stimulus.











Set up a bomb shelter scene in your house. Sketch what you see in the style of Henry Moore. 












Exhibit your work.  Does it remind you of any of the sea music you have listened to?

	Religion and Values

	The Journey of life:  Think about your life so far as a journey.  Think about things that have been good and also more challenging.  Write these down and sort them into two sections.  When life has been more challenging who has been there to support you?  For example, parents, grandparents, friends, teachers, Mrs Duncombe?   
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Make a map of a journey of life for an imaginary person e.g. as a road with smooth and rocky sections, road crossings, rivers, mountains etc…  What might the difficult and easier parts be?  What would be needed to help this person through their life – not just money and success, but the qualities needed?  For example, patience, tolerance, the ability to stay calm, listen to others…
	What are the five most important things or your ‘five pillars’ that you need for your life’s journey to make you strong?
	Ask the grown-ups in your family about their life journeys and what sort of help and support has been needed.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create a dance routine to your favourite piece of music.  Ensure that it contains sequences based on the ones that you have created over the last few weeks.
	Measure your pulse before and after your dance routine. How many times can you feel your pulse in one minute before and after your dance?
	Why is your pulse rate faster?  
	Ask you family to join in with you as you perform your dance routine.


	Outdoor Learning 

	When you go for your daily walk make a note of all the things that you can see.  Take a sketch book with you.  Is there a park, roads, trees, what buildings can you see – houses, churches, shops, cafes?  Create a map of your daily walk.
	What flowers can you see?  Draw them.   When you get home find out what they are called.  Did you see any insects near the flowers?
	Explain why certain insects are attracted to certain flowers.
	When you go on another walk what wildlife can you spot?  For example, what different birds can you see?  Can you see any squirrels, tadpoles in ponds, snails?   
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
