	Listen to ‘The Lark Ascending’ by Vaughan Williams.  As you listen to the music look at the diagram of an orchestra I gave you a few weeks ago.  What instruments do you think you can hear and how are they played?  What dynamics can you hear?  (soft, loud, gradually getting softer and louder sounds). How does the music make you feel?  Why?  Brain storm your ideas and create a mind map about this piece of music.



	Find out about Vaughan Williams.  When was he alive?  What nationality was he?  What inspired him to write his music?  What other pieces of music did he compose?














	Explain what ‘The Lark Ascending’ means to you in the form of a drawing.  What images come into your mind when you hear the music?  




















	Find ‘To the Sky’ by Carl Strommen on YouTube.  You know this song.  Listen to it again and sing along to it, maybe with your family. 























	Religion and Values

	Look at the slides ‘The Prophet Muhammad and the Revelations of the Qur’an’ then work through the activity sheets.  They become more challenging, so choose the one that you feel you can do.  
Read my information sheet entitled ‘What do Muslims believe about Allah and about the Prophet Muhammad?’   Think about the names I have given you for Allah and explain in your own words what you think they mean.  Create a mind map to present your ideas.
	There are 99 beautiful names for Allah.  I have given you ten.  Using the internet, find ten more.
