The Prophet Muhammad
The Prophet Muhammad is a leader for Muslims.  He has over 1.5 billion followers who respect him, all over the world.  More than 1,400 years ago he taught all Muslim people to follow God.  He is so special that when Muslims talk about him, when they say his name they say ‘Peace by upon him’.  When they write his name, they put the letters ‘PBUH’ after his name.  Muslims never draw or portray the Prophet Muhammad in any way, only his words and teaching.
