1. Please learn the following words. This week we are learning the meaning of and to spell some more homophones:
root/route   sail/sale    real/reel    coarse/course    flour/flower    idle/idol    morning/mourning    principle/principal    profit/prophet
2. Put the word into a sentence to show that you understand the meaning.  If you are unsure, look the word up in a dictionary. Also, include in your sentence a subordinate clause to make your sentence more interesting and informative. A subordinate clause says more about the main clause and does not make sense on its own. It develops the main clause that does make sense on its own!  Put a comparative conjunction (e.g. as well as, also, equally, similarly, likewise) or contrasting conjunction (e.g. alternatively, although, whereas, while, in contrast, however, despite) into your sentence. Can you write a subordinate clause using subordinating conjunctions such as if, since, as, when, although, while, after, before, until or because? Can you use sentence openers such as Another thing, Eventually, Sometimes, Afterwards, After a while, Often, Before, At last? Can you include some speech marks in your sentences? Can you use some modal verbs to show degree of possibility e.g. should, could, might, must? Can you add some adverbials to give cohesion to your sentences? Remember to use a range of punctuation.
3. For your research this week, please find out some information about an animal that is close to extinction.  What is it called and where can it be found in the world?  Why is it close to extinction and classified as an endangered species?  What is being done in an attempt to ensure that this animal does not become extinct?  Are there any organisations to help your animal?
