	Find out what the following key words mean:  omnivore, carnivore, herbivore, consumer, predator, producer, decomposer, scavenger, vertebrate, invertebrate.  A food chain shows how each living thing gets food.  For example, Grass-Rabbit-Fox.   The rabbit eats the grass and the fox eats the rabbit.  The following link will give you examples of different food chains. https://www.bbc.co.uk/bitesize/topics/zbnnb9q Complete the Food Chain worksheet, the Food Chain Producers and Consumers Sorting Activity Sheet and the Carnivore, Herbivore or Omnivore Venn Diagram.

	Find out some names of different animals and plants that live in the tropical rainforests around the world.  Are the plants producers or decomposers? Are the animals omnivores, herbivores or carnivores?  Are they a consumer, predator, scavenger, vertebrate, invertebrate?






























	
Explain different food chains by working through the activity sheets about food chains and rainforests that I have given you. 


























	
Discuss with your family what you have learnt about food chains and explain the meaning of the key words.  Do they know what these words mean?  Can they give example of animals and plants that are examples of these?




























	Time and Place

	Look carefully at the slides and template with resources that I have given you this week about why rivers are important.  Choose three areas that you are interested in and take notes in the form of a mind map. When looking at the slide you will see questions in speech bubbles.  Jot down your answers as you are reading through.







I would like you to create a cartoon strip to show how arches, stacks and stumps are formed.  The template I have given you tells you what should be drawn in each part of your cartoon strip.  You can cut out the information for each section or you can copy them out.  These are some of the coastal features that you may find at the seaside.  Look carefully at the features of a coastline diagram I have given you so you know what they look like.  


	



	Find out some history about the River Thames.  What has it been used for over the centuries?  










Look at some pictures of stacks and arches in Great Britain.  For example, The Needles on the Isle of Wight (stacks) and Durdle Door in Dorset (an arch).  I have given you photos of these.
	Using the information from the slides and template with resources, explain why rivers are important in the form of a fact sheet.  Use your mind map for reference where you have explored three areas.

	Design and the Arts

	
Georges Seurat and Paul Signac developed Pointillism in 1886.  It is a technique of painting using small dots.  I would like you to draw or paint a picture of something in nature, for example a country landscape, flower, plant, trees etc… using Pointillism.  I have given you for inspiration a picture of a sunflower using this technique.

	
Look at some of the artwork that was created during the first half of the 20th century.  What other painting techniques were developed?











	
Why do you think artists wanted to paint in different ways?  Why do you think they wanted change?

















	Is there a particular painting technique or style that you really like?  Talk to a member of your family about your reasons for this.






















	Religion and Values

	We are going to look more closely at the first pillar of Islam, Shahadah and the second pillar, Salah.  The Shahadah is the Muslim declaration of faith.  It expresses the belief that there is no god but Allah and that Muhammad is the messenger of Allah.  The Shahadah says ‘I witness that there is no other god but Allah and Muhammad is the prophet of Allah.’   These words are the first words that a Muslim baby hears just after she or he is born.  The father traditionally whispers the words into the ears of the baby.  Watch the clip http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=dFPpSpn7q4s
Create some ideas about why a father does this.

Salah is the Muslim prayers, performed five times each day by Muslims.  Muslims wash before they pray.  Wudu is the ritual washing. Watch the following video clip:  https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/prayer-in-islam/zjndxyc 
Why do you think people pray?  Create a mind map when jotting down your ideas.  How do you think it might make them feel?  If people do not pray, what might they do instead?
	Read the story of Bilal that I have given you.  After this, write down the answer to this question:  What was most important to Bilal and why?  














Explore the similarities and differences between the way Christians and Muslims pray.
	Explain what you would whisper into a baby’s ear and why.



















Answer the question sheet I have given you about Salah.  Discuss these questions with a member of your family.

	See if you can hear on YouTube the call to the prayer from a mosque (a special place where Muslim go to worship)















Do you have any friends who are Muslims?  If so, ask them about Salah and when and where they pray five times a day.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	
Create a ball came to play with your family.  Your game could be based on ball games that we play during our PE lessons with Mr. Luckhurst such as basketball, netball, benchball and football.
