1. Please learn the following words. This week we are learning to spell some more tricky words from the Year 5/6 Spelling List:

2. Put the word into a sentence to show that you understand the meaning.  If you are unsure, look the word up in a dictionary. Include a subordinate clause.  A subordinate clause says more about the main clause and does not make sense on its own. It develops the main clause that does make sense on its own!  Put a comparative conjunction (e.g. as well as, also, equally, similarly, likewise) or contrasting conjunction (e.g. alternatively, although, whereas, while, in contrast, however, despite) into your sentence. Can you write a subordinate clause using subordinating conjunctions such as if, since, as, when, although, while, after, before, until or because? Can you use sentence openers such as Another thing, Eventually, Sometimes, Afterwards, After a while, Often, Before, At last?   Can you put a relative clause in your sentence starting with who, which, where, when and that?  Can you include some speech marks in your sentences? Can you use some modal verbs to show degree of possibility e.g. should, could, might, must? Can you add some adverbials to give cohesion to your sentences? Remember to use a range of punctuation.
3. For your research this week find out some information about the life of a sailor in 1720.  What would they eat and drink?  What diseases did sailors suffer from? How did they become a sailor on the ship?  What jobs would they do?  How long could a journey take?  What cargo would their ship be carrying?  How were sailors punished?
