We have now finished our work about animals and are moving onto learning about plants and flowers.  Research and brain storm the meaning of the following words:  pollen tube, petal, stamen, anther, filament, stigma, style, ovary, carpel, ovule and stem.  Create a mind map.

Next time you are outside, point out to those who you are with, the different parts of a flower and what their purpose is.  Can you see any bees, butterflies or other insects inside any of the flowers?  Why do you think they are attracted to some flowers and not others?

Look at the slides entitled ‘To explore the mountain ranges found in India’. How are the 5 types of mountains found in India – fold, fault-block, dome, volcanic and plateau formed?


	Complete the activity sheets and label and colour in the map of India showing the different climates.







Complete the activity sheets about the mountains in India.
	Can you explain what arid, highland, humid, sub-tropical, tropical wet, tropical wet and dry and semi-arid mean? 



Can you explain how fold, fault-block, dome, volcanic and plateau mountains are formed?
	Tell a grown up what you have learnt about India’s climate and where it is in the world and the seas that surround it.


Tell a member of your family or a friend some facts about how different mountains are formed and the names of the mountain ranges in India and what types of mountains they are?


	Design and the Arts

	Islamic Geometric designs.
Look at the slide about the history of Islamic art.  Copy a form of Islamic art calligraphy and an Islamic design.  Design your own Islamic geometric design.




	Look carefully at the four photographs of prayer mats I have given you.  What do you notice?  Can you spot any birds, animals or people?  The reason you can only see geometric patterns, an image of a mosque and flowers is because when Muslims pray they must only pray to Allah and there must not be any other images.  All prayer mat designs are also symmetrical.








	Draw a picture of the Kaaba.















	Can you find out some information about the Kaaba and share it with a member of your family?




















	Religion and Values

	Brain storm some ideas about why you think the Qur’an is important to Muslims.  The Qur’an is the holy book for Muslims revealed in stages to the Prophet Muhammad.











Look at the slides ‘Inside a Mosque’ and take notes using bullet points.  What do you think is important about a mosque for the Muslim community?  What are the features of a mosque/What would you find in a mosque? Jot down some ideas to answer these questions.  Also watch the video link below. We know that the third Pillar of Islam, Zakah, is about giving to the poor.  Answer these question:
1.  Who is generous to you and whom are you generous too?
2. Why do some people think it is good to regularly give away their money to others in the community?
3. What are some of the best reasons for being generous?

We know that the fourth Pillar of Islam is Sawm and is about fasting during Ramadan.  Ramadan is the ninth month of the Islamic calendar, and a time when Muslims across the world will fast during the daylight.  The Qur’an was first revealed to the Prophet Muhammad during this month.  Almost all Muslims try to give up bad habits during Ramadan, and some will try to be better Muslims by praying more or reading the Qur’an.  They will also attend special services in mosques.  Fasting is intended to help teach Muslims self-discipline, self-restraint and generosity.  It also reminds them of the suffering of the poor.  Work through the Sawm question sheet.


As you know Hajj is the fifth Pillar of Islam.  Watch another video clip with Sarah.
