
Homework in Beech Class

We kindly ask that these homework books are handed in on the following Monday. This week’s task has been stuck in on the following page. 
As well as this, throughout the year, we will also set additional activities which can be completed at home on computers. These activities do not need to be handed in. They might include:

When new online activities are posted, we will let you know by indicating them in your homework book. If your child wants to tick them off in their homework book to show us they have done them that would be great!

Reading at Home 
Of all the homework tasks that we set, we firmly believe that regular, adult supervised reading is the most important. Therefore, if you and your child are struggling to complete multiple homework activities per week, we would certainly suggest that you prioritise reading regularly at home with your child. 
We have already sent home your child’s reading record. We ask that, where possible, you use this book to record your child’s reading progress. If the books that we are sending home are too easy/difficult, please let us know so we can make adjustments accordingly. When your child has finished a book, please indicate this in the record so we know we can change their book. We will do our best to swap your child’s book at least twice per week. However, if your child needs their book swapped more regularly than that, we will do our best to do so on a more frequent basis. Please note, the books that we send home are not the only books that your child can read at home. Please encourage them to access their own material and to start developing their own reading preferences. 
If you need any advice or guidance with regards to reading at home, please do not hesitate to contact your child’s class teacher directly.
