Here are the skills that I tried to include in my diary entry. I have highlighted some examples of how I have used them in my diary. 

I can mix verb tenses to create an ‘interrupted action’ sentence. 
I can create ‘simultaneous action’ sentences which show how I was feeling. 
I can use the simple past tense to explain what I did. 
I can use ‘how’ sentence openers to begin sentences. 
I can use ‘where’ sentence openers to begin sentences.
I can use adjectives to create expanded noun phrases. 
I can use the and/but/so/because connectives to add clauses.
