[image: Classroom outline][image: See the source image]There are ten Gurus in Sikhism, who lived between 1469 and 1708. Sikhs believe that the divine spirit and guiding light of the gurus was passed on from one to the next. 
Guru Nanak was the first Guru, who started the Sikh faith. Guru Gobind Singh declared that after his death, the spirit of the gurus would be passed on into the Sikh holy scripture, The Guru Granth Sahib. 
Sikh people do not worship the Gurus but learn from their example and teachings.

Anyone who follows the Sikh faith is part of the family of Sikhs, but some Sikhs choose take part in a ceremony called Amrit so they can belong to the Khalsa community of Sikhs. 
When Sikhs become part of the Khalsa they start to wear the 5K’s which are visible symbols of their faith and belonging to the Khalsa.

The Khalsa Sikh community was founded more than 300 years ago during the harvest festival of Vaisakhi by Guru Gobind Singh. These men were willing to die for their faith and be truly committed to the teachings of the gurus. They became known as the 5 beloved ones and the first Sikhs to be part of the Khalsa.
