Prehistoric Britain – Food 

Today we would like you to look at different ways prehistoric people collected their food. Do you have any ideas how they might have? 
Remember how last week we touched on how much this changed through the various ages, from hunter-gatherers to farmer and then walled settlements like hill forts. 

Have a look at the game attached. You will take on the role of either a farmer or a hunter-gatherer, making the decisions they would have made. As you make a decision can you note it down on the worksheet and the consequence before you move on. Have a think about some of the animals that you encounter, do we have anything like that today? 
Once you have finished the game please write a short paragraph as a ‘diary entry’ about the day that you have just had using your notes: 
For example …

Dear diary, 
	As a hunter- gatherer group we had 20 people at first. We went into the mountains where I saw a cave bear! I decided to kill it to get the meat but it killed 2 of our group. Then we went into the bushes to try and find more food and a sabre-tooth tiger jumped out at us. We ran away but it grabbed one of our group! ….

Can you tell me whether you would prefer to be a hunter-gatherer or a farmer and why.
