	Science and Computing 

	Design your own mini-garden or allotment. Which plants would you include? What else would you include? 
You could use an old box (a shoe box or a delivery box), some natural materials (twigs, loose tree bark, dry leaves, petals, moss, pebbles) or collage materials (newspapers, magazines) to create a 3D model. Alternatively you could also use some paper and pencils to create our design.
	Create a weather chart for a week. Each day note down what the weather is like (Sunny? Rainy? Cloudy?). Is it hot or cold outside? Was the weather the same all week? If not, can you describe how it changed?
	How many different shaped leaves can you find in the area around your home? 
Use the leaf identifier to help you find out which trees they come from:

Which leaf did you find the most of? Which leaf did you find the least of? 
Make a graph to show what you found.
	Make a poster to show what an apple tree looks like in each of the 4 seasons. Which season does it have blossom on it? Which season will the apples be ready to pick?



	Time and Place

	This term we are learning about explorers.  Explorers use different modes of transport depending on their journey.  Christopher Columbus used boats to travel, whilst Neil Armstrong travelled in a space rocket. Design and make a vehicle for an explorer. 

What materials will your vehicle be made from? What shape will it be? What extra things will you add to help the explorer on their journey? 
	Create a map of your immediate local environment. Use Google Maps to explore what your immediate surroundings look like from above. Consider the use of a key to add information about significant locations in your area.
	Pick one of the continents (Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Antarctica, Europe or Australia) and research some information about it. Find out 3 interesting facts about it.  Make a poster or write a fact file to share.

	Create and perform an ocean song/poem to help you remember their names. There are some examples on YouTube like the ones below:

	Design and the Arts
	Design an imaginary plant. What is it called? How big does it grow? Where in the world does it grow? Does it have flowers or fruit?
 Think about the flowers and plants we have learnt about and try to label your plant clearly with vocabulary like stem, roots and leaves.
	Go for a walk with a grown up and see what natural objects you can collect to create some artwork (sticks, leaves, etc) like Andy Goldsworthy. You could make your artwork in the woods or bring the things home to complete your artwork.
	Research the artist Andy Goldsworthy or look at the following video:

Talk to a member of your family about his art. Tell them which is your favourite and why.
	When you are out for a walk, listen to the sounds you can hear and look at your surroundings. Perform your own version of ‘We are Going on a Bear Hunt’ using what you see and hear.

	Religion and Values

	Some of the stories we have been talking about in RE this term are about caring for animals and showing compassion towards them.  

Design a poster to tell people how they can be kind to animals and avoid hurting them.

	Muslim story:  The Prophet and the Tiny Ants

Create some ant artwork or an information booklet about ants. You could do finger painting of ants on large paper, create an ant model, or make ants from playdough. Find out where ants live and create a mini-beast habitat.
	Think about the stories that we have learnt about in RE this term. We have heard stories from different faiths and each story teaches people something. Which story did you enjoy most? What did you learn from it? Write a letter or draw a picture about something that you have learnt to show to the teachers at school.
	Hindu story: Rama and Sita
Retell the story of Rama and Sita to a member of your family. You could make paper puppets or draw pictures to help you tell the story.

You could pick another story we have learnt about if you prefer (Jonah and The Whale, David and Goliath, The Crying Camel).

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	In class we have talked about some ways to stay healthy (drinking lots of water, washing your hands regularly, brushing your teeth, exercising and eating a balanced diet).

Design a poster to tell people about stay healthy.
	This term we are going to be focusing on athletic events as we get ready for Sports Day. Athletic events focus on the fundamental skills of running, throwing and jumping. 

Create your own Sports Day event that can be played in your home or garden with things that you have in your home.  Challenge a member of your family to a game. Remember to include a lot of moving around as it is important that your activity will keep us fit!

	Investigate the different ways of staying safe in the sun.
