Make Up a New Invasion Game

This term we are learning to play invasion games. An invasion game is where
one team or player tries to get an object (such as a ball or person) into an area
(goal for example) defended by another team or player.

What object is used?

What are the goals like?

How does the team attack the goals?

How does the team defend the goals?

What are the rules?
