Maths 

Recap
Remind yourselves of some of the 3D and 2D shapes we looked at before. You may like to describe them to each other and guess which ones you are talking about or go on a hunt around you house/garden for different shapes.
Remember 2D shapes we can’t ‘pick’ up and are only seen as faces of 3D shapes.

Teach
This week we are looking at patterns, with a focus on AB and ABC patterns.
AB pattern – red blue red blue red blue red blue
ABC – red blue yellow red blue yellow red blue yellow

When creating patterns give your child the opportunity to explore pattern in a range of contexts e.g. shapes, colours, sizes, actions, sounds. Encourage them to build patterns vertically (going up) and horizontally (going across). 
Encourage your child to say the pattern out loud to help them identify which part is repeated. It is important to provide patterns with three units of repeat.

First create a pattern using two moves (AB pattern) e.g.
Knees, clap, knees, clap, knees, clap, knees 
Jump, sit, jump, sit, jump, sit, jump, sit 
Can your child continue the pattern? Once they are confident add a third move to create an ABC pattern.

Now either watch the video on Tapestry called Patterns – Lesson 1 or create an AB for your child using objects found at home (e.g. knives and forks, cars and bricks etc) and see if they can continue it.
