RE –How can we help others when they need it?
Talk about the two great commandments that Jesus gave – Love God and Love your neighbour as you love myself. Talk about what these commandments mean.
Read the story of ‘The Good Samaritan’ (Luke 10:25-37) or https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=osfQg4yKtq8 and talk about what the phrase ‘a good Samaritan’ might mean (it is a term for someone who does a good deed). Talk about who is the hero in the story? What does the story teach about helping?
Talk about what grown-ups or children could do to be ‘good Samaritans’ during this time, for example, shopping for elderly or vulnerable friends and neighbours, listening to grown-ups or doctors and nurses looking after ill people in hospital and at risk of getting ill themselves.
