	Science and Computing 

	Draw something you can see, something you can hear, something you can taste, something you can smell and something you can touch in your home. What is your favourite smell? What do you like the taste of? What is your favourite sound?
	 Investigate how many different animals (birds, minibeasts, mammals) you can spot in your garden or in the area around your home. Make a tally of which animals you saw. What animal did you see the most of? 
	Draw a picture of an animal of your choice and label its different body parts (head, legs, eyes, etc.). Which animal group does it belong to? Can you describe its main features?
	Present everything that you know about different animal groups to a member of your family. Think carefully about what information you will present to help your audience understand. 

	Time and Place

	Design a poster to tell people about Tunbridge Wells and some of the things in it. What do you like best about Tunbridge Wells?
	Find out about the ways in which Tunbridge Wells and life in the town have changed. Ask older members of your family what changes they have noticed. What was the park like? What were the shops like? What toys did they like to play with?
	Produce a mind-map which explains the key features of St Barnabas School. How many classes are there? What is our classroom like? How many children are in the class?
	Present everything that you have found out about life in Tunbridge Wells to a member of your family. Think carefully about what information you will present and what visual aids you will use to help your audience understand.

	Design and the Arts

	Go for a walk with a grown up and see what natural objects you can collect to create some artwork (sticks, leaves, etc). You could make your artwork outside or bring the things home to complete it.
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Research the artist Beatriz Milhazes who is known for her vibrantly colourful collages, prints and paintings. What do you like about her art? Can you make your version of one of her paintings? 
	Draw and label a picture of Traction Man in a new outfit. What special features does his outfit have?  Explain your design to a member of your family.
	Perform a story about a superhero using some toys or homemade paper puppets. 

	Religion and Values

	Design an Easter egg that demonstrates a key concept of the Easter story, 
	Find out why people have Easter eggs as part of their Easter celebration. 
	Explain to a family member  some of the ways in which people celebrate Easter. Talk about whether it is a happy or sad time for Christians.
	Perform part of the Easter story in a way of your choosing. 

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Help to plan, prepare and cook a healthy meal at home. 
	Investigate the different major food groups and what is needed for a balanced diet. 
	Write a set of instructions for how to create a healthy snack. 
	Perform a daily exercise routine with members of your family. 
Think about the balances and ways of moving that you learnt in PE. 

	Outdoor Learning 

	Find a map of your local area. Plan a circular route that starts and finishes at your home. Follow the route with a grown up and time how long it takes you to complete it. 
	Research 4 different native trees. What are the features of each one? How are they similar? How are they different? Can you spot any of them on your next walk?
	When you are out for a walk, describe to a member of your family what you can hear and see. Explain to them what the landscape would look like in a different season (summer, autumn or winter).  
	Think about the sounds you heard on your walk and perform your own version of ‘We are Going on a Bear Hunt’.
