[bookmark: _GoBack]Wider Curriculum Home Learning Matrix: Willow Class (2 Weeks)
Weeks Beginning: 20th April and 27th April 2020 
This week, Willow class are beginning a new topic entitled ‘How to be a great explorer’. As part of this topic, we will use maps and atlases to locate different countries and continents and seas/oceans and develop the geographical vocabulary required to describe them.  We will also explore weather patterns and the plant and animal life in different locations. We are going to start by looking at the 4 countries in the United Kingdom, their capital cities and weather patterns in the UK. As part of this topic, we will also be learning about some famous explorers and the journeys they took. We will explore the art work of Anthony Gormley and Andy Golsworthy during this term.

	Create a picture of a plant on Purple Mash and label the different parts of it.
	Look at the Powerpoint on the features of plants. Look at flowers/plants around your home and that you can when you are out walking. Can you identify the different parts of each plant? Do all flowers have the same leaves and petal shape? How many different types of plant can you see?

	Make a set of instructions explaining to someone how to create a picture using 2Paint on Purple Mash. Your instruction could be verbal or written. 

	Tell a member of your family about the different flowers and plants that you know about.

	Time and Place

	Create a map of your immediate local environment. Use google maps to explore what your immediate surroundings look like from above. Consider the use of a key to add information about significant locations in your locality. 
	Look at the Powerpoint on the United Kingdom. Write a fact file about one or more of the countries in the United Kingdom. What is its capital city?
	Explain to a member of your family about some of the similarities and differences between the 4 countries of the United Kingdom. What do their flags look like? Do they all have castles in them? Which famous people come from each part of the United Kingdom?

	Find your house on goggle maps and enter street view. Pick a nearby location that you know really well and give a member of your family directions for how to get there. Take it in turns to give directions to different familiar places in your locality.  


	Design and the Arts

	Draw a self-portrait or a picture of one your family. Write some sentences about your drawing to explain what the person looks like.
	Research the artist Andy Goldsworthy or look at the Powerpoint in this pack.
Talk to a member of your family about his art. Tell them which is your favourite  and why. 
	Look out of a window in your home. How many different colours can you see? Which is your favourite colour? Why? Talk to members of your family and find out what colours they like and why?
	Pick a picture of one of Andy Goldsworthy. Can you recreate it using things around your home?

	Religion and Values

	Write or illustrate the story of Jonah and the Whale. Retell the story to a member of your family.
	Investigate the special Jewish book called the Torah. 

The Torah is the most holy Jewish book. It contains the five books of Moses, the laws for Jews (including the Ten Commandments) and ancient stories.
The Torah is stored inside the Ark of the Covenant in the Synagogue and no one is allowed to touch it, so a Yad is used to read it.
Why do you think people shouldn’t touch the Torah themselves?

	Watch this clip https://www.bbc.co.uk/programmes/p00wdnz1 or read the story from a Children’s Bible if you have one about the story of Jonah and the whale.

Think about these questions: What was the story about? What did Jonah do wrong? What did Jonah learn? Can you think of a time when you said sorry? How did you know you were forgiven?
	Make something that reminds you of the story of Jonah and the Whale : Make paper plate or peg craft whales or a sock puppet whale and paper Jonah to retell the story using puppets or make a map of the story.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create a workout or fitness routine that you can be safely performed inside. Think about the mirroring activities we did in PE.
	With the help of an adult, select a simple recipe to follow. For example  https://www.bbcgoodfood.com/recipes/cupcakes
What ingredients do you need to complete your recipe? How do you know what to do?

Imagine that you wanted to make your recipe for twice the number of people. Work out how much of each ingredient would be required for this new recipe..
	Write a recipe for someone else to follow. It could be to make something delicious or disgusting. You might even like to think about our sandwich making instruction.  
	Perform a daily exercise routine with members of your family. 
For example, you could join in with Jo Wicks daily 9am sessions or Cosmic Kids yoga on YouTube.

	Outdoor Learning 

	When you are out, look really carefully at one flower, plant or tree. When you get home, try to draw it. Next time you are out take your picture with you are see how well you did.

On your daily exercise, see how many different trees you can identify. Use the woodland trust resources to help you identify them.
