	Create a weather chart for a week. Each day note down what the weather is like (Sunny? Rainy? Cloudy?). Is it hot or cold outside? 
	Use 2Count on Purple Mash (2DO set) to investigate how many cars of each colour you see either when out walking or from your window? Which colour did you see most of? Which colour do you see least of? Are there any colours that had the same amount?
	Not all leaf shapes are the same. Can you explain to a member of your family which leaves come from which tree? There is a sheet in this week’s pack to help you.

There is a Purple Mash 2DO for you to complete as well.
	Can you teach about the features of one plant or tree? What does it look like? What are the different parts of it called?

	Time and Place

	On 8th May we are inviting you and your families to take part in your very own ‘Stay at Home Street Party’. Here are some suggestions:
-decorate your house in red, white and blue
 -dress up in 1940s clothes.
-listen to 1940s music
-have a celebratory picnic 





	Design and the Arts

	Create some artwork of the flowers you see when you do your daily exercise - they could be in your garden or nearby.  You could draw, paint or make a collage.
	Investigate the work of Claude Monet. He enjoyed painting outdoors, and painted landscapes at different times of day and in all kinds of weather. What do you like about his pictures? Which one do you like best? 

	Show a member of your family how to create an impressionism picture using 2Paint A Picture on Purple Mash. Explain how it is different to other types of art.

	Make an exhibition from your flower artwork or other pictures you have drawn.  You could put it in your window for people to see!

	Religion and Values

	Create some ant artwork or an information booklet about ants. You could do finger painting of ants on large paper, create an ant model, or make ants from playdough. Find out where ants live and create a mini-beast habitat.
	Look at the information below and explain to a member of your family something new that you have found out about the Qur’an.

What is the Qur’an?
The Qur’an is the holy book for Muslims and is written in Arabic.  Muslims believe it is the perfect word of God. Muslims show respect for the Qur’an by washing their hands before touching it. When not being used, the Qur’an is often wrapped up in a special cloth and kept on a high shelf to show respect. It must never touch the floor and is placed on a special stand when being read. Many Muslims around the world learn the Qur’an off by heart. The Qur’an teaches Muslims how to live a good life.  
	Watch this clip https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/religious-studies-ks1-the%20islamic-story-of%20the-prophets-and-the-ants-and-the-crying-camel/z4vprj6 or read the story of Muhammed (the prophet) and the ants at the end of this grid. Remember that a PROPHET is someone who brings messages from God. Muslims believe Muhammed was a prophet from Allah (God). 

Think about these questions: What can Muslims learn from this story? Why is it a good story to think about?
	Retell the story of the Tiny Ants to a member of your family using pictures or props and explain what this story teaches people.

	Sport Exercise and Health 

	Create an exercise routine using 5 different movements (for example: star jumps, stretching, jogging, balancing, skipping, jumping).  
	Find a wall. How many arm pushes can you do in a minute? Compete against a member of your family. Who did the most? Can you both improve on your score next time you try?


	Explain to a member of your family what changes happen to your body when you exercise. Does your heart go faster or slower? What happens to your skin – does it get hot or cold? Why is exercise good for you?
	Teach your family an exercise routine. Can they follow what you do? Can you explain what they need to do?

	Outdoor Learning 

	Using natural objects, can you make different 2D shapes? Can you use stones to make a circle? Can you make a triangle from twigs? 

 Can you make a repeating pattern of shapes? 
	On your daily exercise, see how many different plants you can identify using the plant identification sheet with this pack.


	Whilst on your daily exercise, take part in a scavenger hunt. Can you find something smooth, something rough, something yellow, something that makes a noise, something that smells something soft. Draw pictures of what you find and talk to a member of your family about it.
	Tell a member of your family about the most exciting thing you saw this week.
